The presentation regarding treating
medical emergencies was useful to all of us but
proved especially valuable to Dr. Al Musico MD-
Trainee who removed a buried hook from a
teammate during the King Mackerel Tournament
using Dr. Werres recommended technique of
passing the hook barb completely through the
flesh, cutting the barb, and then retracting the
hook shaft. Al advises that long nose pliers are
imperative to pushing the hook barb through on a
curved path. Al also advises that it didn’t hurt a
bit.

And speaking about the fishing tournament--
great turnout, great organization, and great time.
About 30 anglers were organized by Al Musico
and the fishing committee into 3 groups who
fished near West, far West and far South. Not
surprisingly, a guest aboard Capt. Roger
Lindner’s boat took first prize for the largest King
Mackerel (41linches). While relatively new to the
club, Roger is an extremely knowledgeable
Captain and fisherman, and a low handicapper in
any fishing competition. Capt. John Rafes’ boat
caught the second largest King Mackerel.

Details of each catch are available on the website
including method, bait, location, tides etc. Lehaw the
expertsfish.
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Snapper are out there!! The best advice is to fish often and spend time on the water. Shrimp and cut bait
both work, says Ken Bullock, and 40 feet of water or more will put you on the big ones. Best to find
structure such as an artificial reef or wreck, but the rubble around these is also productive and plain old
hard bottom areas will produce too. Remember that circle hooks are required when using natural bait
which leaves out traditional tipped jigs, but some jigging lures can be successfully retrofitted with a circle
hooks. Gulp on a jig is also good—and still legal. Chum is highly desirable, and if it sinks, all the better. If
you are in shallower water, and bothered by catching small ones, pull the chum block up high and fish a
freelined shrimp in the slick—according to a tip from Capt. Bill Walsh’s column, the bigger ones will come

after it.
