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Summer is here—lots of heat and 
humidity. Try to get an early start 
on fishing days to enjoy the more 
temperate part of the day, and 
remember to drink liquids, lots and 
lots of liquids to keep body water 
content at proper levels. Take 

extra ice along so that you can keep your catch 
cool, and cool yourself if you are feeling cooked. 
It’s also a good time of the year to try a little night 
fishing for snook (remember the insect repellant ) 
or snapper. 
 
Fishing has been both good and bad. As always, 
MSC member John Cavanaugh continues to 
regularly catch Permit, but keeper Grouper are not 
easy to come by. Sharks are easy to come by, but 
not always welcome. Tarpon have been active in 
the early morning hours in the usual places. Dan 
Grahl and Dwight Goslee are among those who 
have recently caught nice Tarpon. Cobia have 
been ghostly—appearing sometimes at off-shore 
structures, and then disappearing for days or 
weeks. 
 
While fishing an off-shore wreck, I watched a 
boat cast pink and green barracuda surgical tube 
lures time and time again at a bunch of loitering 
barracuda. I initially thought they were wasting 
their time, but after a half an hour, the fish started 

hitting the lures. The boat eventually caught and 
released 3 fish after long battles—what fun!! 
 
New club members Chris and Kay-Lee Edgar 
have hit the local waters with a vengeance. I guess 
all couples have their own system. Apparently 
theirs’ comprises Chris driving the boat, and Kay-
Lee (in suitable bikini attire ) both casting a net 
for bait and then catching the fish. At our last 
post-meeting Fish Tales at Porky’s, Kay-Lee had 
pictures of some large snook which she caught. I 
also heard that she battled a nice 6 foot Tarpon 
last week for over two hours while fishing with 
Capt. Pete Arcidiacono and spousal observer 
Chris.

FISH OF THE MONTH AND LEADER BOARD RULES* 
 

Fish either gulf or backwater, anytime, for any species. Fish must be caught on hook and line within 60nm of Marco, no 
charters, and use of guides is prohibited. All fish must be either boated, or immobilized alongside the boat and measured with a 
tape or ruler. Swim by guesstimates are not accepted. Fish are to be measured either with pinched tails or fork length as per FWC 
size limit rules. Fish not specified as pinched length will be measured to fork length (e.g. shark). 

 Use MSC Website, www.MarcoSportfishingClub.com, to report your catch.  In case of a tie, the first entry reported will win. 
Use of the website is the preferred reporting method since it will time stamp all entries and automatically send you an email 
confirmation. Entries reported by other means will be recorded when they are received and acknowledged, not when they are sent. 
If you do not have access to the website, you can send your entry to alanmusico@embarqmail.com or call 239-642-9729. The 
following information is needed:  Name, Email Address (or phone number), Species, Size in Inches, Bait or Lure Used,    
Location (ex. Cape Romano, 5Mile Reef etc.), Fishing Method (ex. Casting, Drifting, Anchored, Chumming etc.), Tide (ex. 
Incoming, Outgoing etc.). Entries with incomplete or missing information will not be eligible. Entries are counted toward both 
contests. 

Entries must be reported by 12 Noon on the 1st day of the month following the catch .Winners of both the Fish of the Month 
Contest and the new Leader Board entries will be announced at the following Monthly Members Meetin

Details of each catch are available on the website 
including method, bait, location, tides etc. Learn how the 

experts fish. 
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Blacktips!!!  Generally grow up to 8’  and are very sporty – not to mention tasty. As the name implies, 
blacktips have black on the dorsal and pectoral fins , but not on the anal fin !  Black on the anal fin 
identifies a spinner. There should be plenty between the mud hole and White Horse Key. A live bait under 
a float should get ‘em—chum is essential. Bait on the bottom might get you a big bull hammerhead or even 
a tiger—so be careful and stay in the boat!  
 
To prepare them for the table, it’s essential to bleed them and gut them ASAP.  Al M. says to toss ’em into 
the ice until dead, then hang them overboard and slash through the gills to bleed—following with a good 
cleaning. At home, you can steak or filet. If you have a big one, you can filet, and then cross cut each filet 
into steaks. 
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
